HEALTH AND SAFETY

 As some of our students do not attend the full morning, coming and go at different times, it is expected that every student will attend and be registered for each session they are on the premises.

If for any reason a student is not attending a lesson they must go to the hall and sign the hall register. There are 4 registers one for each lesson time. 

This is very important especially in the case of fire as we use the registers to check student attendance. If they are not on a register we will not be aware of them being at the centre on that day.  If students are waiting to be collected by parents they MUST WAIT IN THE FOYER NEXT TO THE RECEPTION DESK.
 The staff at the centre take on student duty of care at the start of the timetable each morning. 

The Kettering Music and Performing Arts Centre duty of care ends at the close of the timetable at the published time each morning. During this time students must not leave the building without signing out at reception.

There is a Centre phone which is switched on during the Performing Arts Centres hours which should be contacted in the event of an emergency. The number is  07957250491.
Parents/ Carers are welcome to stay at the Centre during the morning. Anyone remaining on site who is not registered must sign in and out in the Centres Visitor’s book and wear a visitor’s badge.

All badges should be returned on departure.

Entrance and Exit to the centre is by the main door only. Do not use any other door please as this causes problems with security and safety for both Students and Staff. Alan our site agent has already reported that the door on the lower floor has been used during the morning.  We have someone at the reception desk through out the running of the centre monitoring who enters and leaves the building.

We cannot monitor every door. Please keep your children and staff safe, use the main entrance only.
